The schedule for this Automated Client Batch Merge is as follows:

· Pre-merge reports delivered to the counties the evening of Tuesday, March 2, 2010.

· Automated Client Batch Merge runs the weekend of April 17 & 18, 2010.

· Post merge reports delivered to the counties the evening of Tuesday, May 4, 2010.

The naming convention for the reports that are pushed to the V drive, where XX is the County number and MM is the month, is as follows: 

· DUPXXMM.xls for the pre-merge reports on duplicates 
· EXCXXMM.xls for the pre-merge reports on exception 
· CLMXXMM.xls for the post merge reports of final results
