Title:  Release 6.4 – Ability to Update NYTD Data in Closed Cases 
What is Impacted:  CWS/CMS users / Probation
Describe Impact:  
To facilitate the overall ease of entry of National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) data elements, end users with ‘Closed Case/Referral Update’ privilege will be able to enter NYTD data in closed cases. This privilege has been expanded to include the ability to complete NYTD data.

For instance, to enter the ILP aftercare services that a foster youth is receiving, the end user doesn’t have to reopen a closed case to perform this task as long as the end user has the privilege mentioned above. However, this privilege will only allow the end users to update areas in a closed case or referral to which your county had the primary or secondary assignment at the time it was closed.
