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Background
This system change request focuses on legislative mandates that must be completed before a youth makes the successful transition out of the child welfare system. First, California (CA) Assembly Bill 1412(2007) requires social workers to ask youth over the age of 10 and in care more than six months who is important to them and to take actions to support those relationships. There is a need to be able to track who has been identified in a youth’s community, their relationship to the youth and whether a lifelong connection has been established.
Both CA Assembly Bill 1663 (2005) and Assembly Bill 1331(2007) require county welfare agencies to screen foster youth for disabilities, and if potentially eligible, help them apply for Supplemental Security Income (SSI). The system needs to be able to capture initial screening efforts, social worker assessment information and the completion of the SSI application process.  

Special Immigrant Juvenile Status (SIJS) was enacted as a section of the Immigration and Nationality Act of 1990 immigration reform. End users need to be able to track the status of a youth’s SIJS application process to ensure that when applicable, they do not exit the system without completing the process.
In addition, it has been identified that end users need to be able to indicate that a Service Provider is an ILP Provider, Wraparound Provider or Family Finder. 
Scope

The scope of this SCR is to provide a way for the user to track who is important to foster youth, the child’s potential eligibility for SSI and if applicable, the SSI application process status, and the youth’s SIJS application process status where applicable. In addition, three new types will be added to the Service Provider Table.

Assumptions

· Adherence to CWS/CMS guidelines, GUI standards, JV documents standards, etc. will continue.

· The vendor shall complete analysis required to identify CWS/CMS documentation that must be updated to reflect system changes that result from implementation of these requirements and then update those documents.
· The vendor shall complete analysis required to identify and update CWS/CMS Help Text that must be updated to reflect system changes that result from implementation of these requirements. Help Text will be written to briefly inform the user how to utilize the functionality.
· All updates to County Access to Data (CAD) will be included in the Operational Data Store (ODS), Case, and Referral universes, unless otherwise specified.

The end user shall be able to document ‘Family Finding Efforts on Behalf of this Client’ information in the Collateral notebook. This will include the ‘Date identified’ and the Lifelong Connection Status (Searching, Denied/Declined, Established, Potential or Not Located) and the Start and End date of each status.
The end user shall have the ability to enter Search Log information in the Collateral notebook.
The end user shall be able to document ‘Family Finding Efforts on Behalf of this Client’ information in the Client notebook. This will include the ‘Date identified’ and the Lifelong Connection Status (Searching, Denied/Declined, Established, Potential or Not Located) and the Start and End date of each status.
The end user shall be able to view all persons with Family Finding Efforts information in one location. This shall include Clients and Collaterals and their Family Finding Efforts information. They shall also be able to print this list.
Add new values of ‘Non Subscription Internet Search Tool’, ‘Subscription Internet Search Tool’, ‘Social Security Death Index’, and ‘Parent Locator Service’ to the Search Source Type code table.

Add three new Service Provider types of ‘Wraparound Provider’, ‘ILP Provider’, and ‘Family Finder’.
End users shall be able to document SSI Screening information in Client Services for a Child Client (Case Focus Child or Referral Victim).  SSI Screening information shall include the date, status of screening, results of the screening, and the next screening due date.  There shall be two values available for status; ‘Screened’ and ‘Not screened’. There shall be three values available for results; ‘No - further assessment needed’, ‘Yes - further assessment needed’, and ‘Not available for further assessment.’ The next screening due date shall stand out from the other data so as to be easily identifiable by the end user.
End users shall be able to document SSI assessment information in Client Services for a Child Client (Case Focus Child or Referral Victim). Assessment information shall include the assessment date, assessment status, and the results of the assessment. Assessment status shall have two values available; ‘Completed’ and ‘Not completed’. Assessment results shall have two values available; ‘No does not meet criteria and ‘Yes appears to meet disability criteria to apply for SSI.’
End users shall be able to document SSI application information in Client Services for a Child Client (Case Focus Child or Referral Victim). Information shall include the application status, and date. The following seven values shall be available for application status:
· Application deferred

· Application submitted

· Application denied

· Application approved

· Reconsideration submitted

· Reconsideration denied

· Reconsideration approved

For a Case Focus Child or Referral Victim the user shall have the ability to designate who will be the child’s payee upon exit of the system. There shall be up to ten values available for selection. A text box shall be provided for further clarification.
End users shall be able to document Special Immigrant Juvenile Status (SIJS) efforts made on behalf of a Child Client (Case Focus Child or Referral Victim) to establish lawful permanent residency status. This includes tracking the dates of the following items required for the assembly of the SIJS application packet:

·  Court order

· SIJS Application form completed 
· Birth certificate 
· Passport style photo 
· Medical exam 
· Fingerprinting (if over 14)

End users shall be able to track the following SIJS application statuses and the related dates:
· Filed Application 

· Received Interview Date 

· Interview Completed 

· Application Approved

· Application Denied 

· Received Legal Residency Card

End users shall be able to enter the date scheduled for the SIJS Interview.
The end user shall be able to indicate that a Food Stamps application has been made on behalf of the child client. This will include the date of the application.

The end user shall have the ability to link an existing Substitute Care Provider to a Collateral notebook.
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
