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Review of 5/12/09 Minutes

The minutes were approved with some corrections that were sent to the Project Office by e-mail after the call.
R6.3 Issues Discussed
SCR 8302 – Add Wraparound Services to Case Plan and Service Provider Notebooks, and ILP Services to Case Plan Case Management
Issue 48
With R6.3 a user can check the Medi-Cal Only box which disables the frames in the lower half of the AAP Agreements page. A user can then select an Agreement Type of 'COLA Increase' which requires entry in at least one of the 4 frames (which are disabled). Since COLA Increase is not applicable for a Medi-Cal Only agreement, would you like the application to disable COLA Increase as an Agreement Type when Medi-Cal Only is checked? Conversely, when the Agreement Type is COLA Increase should the application disable the Medi-Cal Only checkbox?  The group agreed to disable the COLA Increase as an Agreement Type when Medi-Cal Only is checked, and to disable the Medi-Cal Only checkbox when the Agreement Type is COLA Increase.
R6.4 Issues Discussed
SCR 8252 – System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Requirements
The requirements were modified as a result of discussion surrounding Issue 3.  The specifics of these changes are discussed below under Issue 3.
Issue 1
The group was asked if the requirements in this SCR have any impact to the NavTool?  A new requirement will be added for the CRO NavTool.
Issue 2

Which dialogs/NPDDs are needed for the FC 1633A local (SSI Screening Guide) report?  The group agreed that from Print Report, use the Select Client Notebook.  No additional NPDDs will be needed to populate data to the report.
Issue 3

A Lifelong indicator will be added to the Collateral and Client notebooks.  Do you want to allow Yes/No/Unknown values?  It was decided that a read only field would display on the Client and Collateral notebook indicating that a Family Finding Efforts row exists for the Client or Collateral. As a result the Search Log is no longer needed in the Collateral notebook.  Wording for the ‘Family Finding Search Efforts on Behalf of this Client’ will be changed to ‘Family Finding Efforts on Behalf of this Client’. The values for Family Finding Efforts will be updated to include Searching, Denied/Declined, Established, Potential and Not Located. When the name of the person identified is user defined text they will be able to enter an address and phone number for that person. For Clients, Collaterals and SCPs this information shall display the active address using the current address hierarchy. For clients, Collaterals and SCPs these fields will be read only.

Requirements will be updated accordingly.
Issue 4

Do you want to show and enable the new Family Findings controls in the Client Search Log page only for Child Clients?  The group determined to make this available for editing for child clients (case focus child/referral victim).
Issue 5

Do you want to restrict when SSI grids are enabled?  For example, do not allow Assessment data to be entered unless a 'Screened' row exists in the Screening grid, or do not allow Application data to be entered unless a 'Completed' row exists in the Screening grid.  The group agreed that the enabling of the SSI grids should not be restricted.  The data should be allowed to be entered in any sequence.
Issue 6

Do you want to restrict when SSI Application status values can be selected.  For example, do not enable 'Application denied' unless an 'Application submitted' row exists.  The group agreed that the selection of SSI Application status values should not be restricted.  The data should be allowed to be entered in any sequence.

Issue 7

In Requirement 3, when do we create the Family Finding Search Efforts row?  When the user clicks a 'copy' button, or whenever Lifelong data is entered?  The group decided to remove this issue as a result of changes that were made to Requirement 3.
SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Requirements
The NYTD requirements regarding postsecondary education were clarified, and as a result, Requirement 9 will be updated to change the phrase ‘completed postsecondary education’ to ‘attended postsecondary education’.  Also, Requirement 15 will be re-worded to include the phrase ‘Non-CWD’ where appropriate.
Issue 14
Should the "Client has completed at least one semester of college", "Client has attended postsecondary education or vocational training", and "Special Education" text fields be longer than 254-characters?  The group agreed there is no current need for these fields to be longer than 254 characters.
Issue 15
The group was asked if the SCP should be added as a potential provider of Wraparound Services on the AAP Agreements Page of the Adoptive Placement Notebook?  The group decided to add SCP and Adoptive Parent as potential providers of Wraparound Services on the AAP Agreements Page of the Adoptive Placement Notebook.
