Review of 5/19/09 Minutes

Three additional names were added to the attendees list; otherwise the minutes were approved as presented.  If you believe any changes are necessary, please forward them to the Project Office.
R6.3 Issues Discussed
SCR 8369 – Code Table for Non-Foster Care Placement Types
Issue 7
On the AFCARS NavTool, under the Placement Episode section, may we change the field titles 'Placement Episode Termination Date' and 'Episode End Date' to 'Termination Date' and 'End Date', respectively?  The group agreed to changing these field titles as specified.
Issue 8

In the AFCARS NavTool process flow, the Note takes up the entire screen; the user has to scroll down to see the first step. May we either move the note below the steps or shorten the verbiage in the note?  The group agreed to shorten the verbiage of the note to the following: ‘[Note: If read-only fields need updating, click Update Placement from the Action menu before continuing to Step 1.]’

Issue 9

The title of the AFCARS process flow currently takes up two lines.  It is 'Update Non-Foster Care Placement Information'.  May we remove the word 'Information' to make the title fit on one line?  The group agreed to remove the word ‘Information’, shortening the title to ‘Update Non-Foster Care Placement’.

Issue 2 – PTS 23460
For clients who have multiple active addresses of the same address type, which address(es) would you like the data recovery to end date? All addresses of the same address type except the one address that has the latest of either the Start Date (if it exists) or creation timestamp?  The group agreed that the data recovery should end date all addresses of the same address type, except the one address that has the latest of either the Start Date (if it exists) or creation timestamp.
Issue 3 – PTS 23460
For clients who have multiple active Residence, Homeless, and/or Penal Institution addresses, which address(es) would you like the data recovery to end date? Should we set the end date on all active rows of these address types except the one address that has the latest of either the Start Date (if it exists) or creation timestamp?

Note: If a 'Residence' address is ended because of this data recovery and an active 'Residence 2' address type exists, the data recovery will also set the end date of the 'Residence 2' address row to the system date.  The group agreed that the data recovery should set the end date on all active rows of these address types, except the one address that has the latest of either the Start Date (if it exists) or creation timestamp.
R6.4  Issues Discussed
SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Various Issues
1st Issue - Do we want to be able to keep a history of Family Finding Efforts Status’ in the Client & Collateral Notebooks? Only one row would be allowed to be active at a time.  The group would like to be able to keep a history of Status’ in the Client and Collateral Notebooks.
2nd Issue – Should a Family Finding Efforts column be added to the Open Notebook (Client) and Open Notebook (Collateral)?  If so, what type of indicator do we want here (checkmark if exists, blank if not, actual (active) status, if no active status - use the most recent status)?  The group determined that this column and this indicator are not necessary since there will be a view where the user can see all persons with Family Finding Efforts associated to the child.
3rd Issue – Shall the user have the ability to link an existing Substitute Care Provider to a Collateral notebook?  We can add a button to the collateral ID page that pops up a dialog with all SCPs in cache. When you select an SCP their data would copy over. However, these two would not be kept in sync. If you changed an address for the SCP in Placement Home it would not update the Collateral Address. Also, the button would be disabled if any data was typed into the Collateral notebook manually prior to clicking.  The group would like to have the ability to link an existing SCP to a Collateral notebook as described.

4th Issue - For the Family Finding view, would it be okay to put it in Print Report? If a user just wanted to view the information they would use Print Preview. If they wanted to print, they would use Print. This way the user would be able to generate the report from any page, and would not have to go to a certain page to generate it.  The group agreed with placing the Family Finding view in Print Report.  The group also wanted to include all Also Known As (AKA) names.  If all Family Finding Efforts rows are end dated (no active rows), then the most recently end dated row should be displayed.  Rows should be sorted with the active row at the top, then a secondary sort shall be applied to sort the inactive rows in descending order.  Rows should include the following data: most current Status, Start Date, End Date, Name, Relationship, and Date Identified.
5th Issue - Where shall we capture the Food Stamp application indicator? Does the SAWS1 work for everybody or will the application be done outside of CWS? Do we need to capture a date? If documented within the SAWS1, we already have a Signed Date and a Submission Date.  The group determined that this information should not be located in the SAWS1.  A preferable location was not determined, and the county attendees agreed to discuss this issue with their ILP specialists in order to determine a better location.
