Review of Minutes

The 9/8/09 and 9/15/2009 Conference Call Minutes were approved without revision.
R6.4  Issues Discussed

SCR 8432 - Probation Access to CWS/CMS
Issues #10-14, Discussion surrounding new ‘agency ownership’ field

It was confirmed that the values for the new agency ownership field will be County Welfare Department, Probation, Out of State Agency, Private Adoption Agency, State Adoptions District Office, and Indian Child Welfare.  It was also determined that the new field will be located on the Assignment page to the right of the ‘CWS staff’ frame and have the caption ‘Primary Agency Responsible’.  The field will always be enabled and editable in an open case or referral.  The field will be optional in a referral and mandatory in a case.  Data Recovery will be performed at the time of roll out to default the new ‘Primary Agency Responsible’ field to a value equivalent to the ‘Agency Responsible’ for the focus child’s current placement, or if there is no placement, the field will default to County Welfare Department.  The data recovery will apply to both cases and referrals.
SCR 8252 – System changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issues 9, 37 - Food Stamps

The discussion on the call determined that it is only necessary to have one field on the page to indicate that food stamps have been applied for.  It will be a date field with the caption ‘Exit Food Stamps Application Date’.  Although there was some discussion as to where the field should be located, it was determined that the field should remain in the Eligibility frame as it is on the screen shot provided but with the modified caption.  It will not be a mandatory field.
Issues 27, 35 & 33 - SSI & Payee Upon Exit

Issue 27  
It was determined that the two values available for selection in the SSI Assessment Results drop down menu will include the following:

‘No does not meet criteria’ and

‘Yes appears to meet criteria to apply’

The second value was modified from its original value of the following:

‘Yes appears to meet disability criteria to apply for SSI’ because it was too long (over 40 characters).  

Issue 35
Within the Supplemental Security Income frame there will be no mandatory fields until a row is created in one of the grids.  When a row is created in one of the grids, the ‘Status’ and ‘Start Date’ for the row will become mandatory.  However, if no data is entered in the either field, the row will automatically be removed (standard functionality).  It was also determined that there are no downstream reporting requirements for this field at this time.  
Issue 33 Payee Upon Exit
Discussion during the call determined that the ‘Payee Upon Exit’ and ‘Name’ text fields are not known often until after a youth has left the system.  As a result, it was agreed on the call that the requirement for this functionality should be considered for removal.

Issues 31, 32, 34, 38- Family Finding

Issue 31
It was agreed that the new family finding local report will be titled ‘Family Finding Efforts Log’.

Issue 32

The Family Finding Efforts Log report will not exclude clients or collaterals that have inactive or end dated relationships with the child client that has been selected for the report.  The report will include all the clients and collaterals that have family finding information entered for that client.

Issue 34

Within the Family Finding Efforts frame there will be no mandatory fields until a row is created in the grid.   At that point, the ‘Lifelong Connection Status’ combo box and the ‘Start Date’ will be mandatory.  However, if no data is entered in the either field, the row will automatically be removed (standard functionality).  
Issue 38
It was agreed that the standard Select Client dialog, listing all child clients in cache, will be displayed when generating the Family Finding Efforts Log report.   
The SCR 8330 issues on the agenda were not discussed during the call as we ran out of time.  We will move those items to the next call’s agenda.
