Review of Minutes

The minutes from the 10/6/09 conference call were approved without changes.
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issue #9- The group was asked to review a screen shot of the AFDC-FC page in the Client notebook.  The group reviewed and accepted this screen shot.
Issue #11- The group was asked to review a mocked up version of the proposed Family Findings Efforts report.  The group determined that the labels on the columns ‘Lifelong Connection Start Date’ and ‘Lifelong Connection End Date’ should be replaced with the labels ‘Most Recent Lifelong Connection Status Start Date’ and . ‘Most Recent Lifelong Connection Status End Date’, respectively.
Issue #21- The group was asked to review a screen shot of the Demographics page in the Client notebook.  The group reviewed and accepted this screen shot.
Issue #44- The group was asked how the data in the Family Finding Efforts grid should be sorted.  The group agreed to sort by end date in descending order with null dates at the top, then by start date.
Issue #45- The group was asked how the data in the Family Finding Efforts Log report should be sorted.  The group agreed to sort the active records to the top of the report, and the inactive records to the bottom.  Then the report will be sorted by the ‘Most Recent Lifelong Connection Status’ values using the following hierarchy (from top to bottom): Established, Potential, Searching, Not Located, and Denied/Declined.  Lastly, the report will be sorted alphabetically by the value in the ‘Name’ column.
SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #46- The group was asked to review the updated version of the HEP document showing the new postsecondary, college, and special education information.  The group accepted the changes made to the HEP document.
Note: While discussing the HEP document, a question was raised regarding how the field ‘Are Transitional Independent Living Services Being Provided?’ is populated.  This field is checked ‘Yes’ if the child has a Case Plan with an active Planned Service with a Category code of 'Independent Living Program Services’.
