Review of Minutes

The minutes from the 10/13/09 conference call were approved without changes.
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issue #11- The group was asked to review a mocked up version of the proposed Family Finding Efforts report.  The group accepted the design of this latest mocked-up report.
Issue #40- The group was asked to approve the text for the warning message that appears if collateral information has been entered but not saved and the ‘Copy SCP Info’ button on the ID page of the Collateral notebook is clicked.  The group accepted the text 'The SCP Name, Address, and Phone will be copied, overwriting the collateral information.  Proceed?'
Issue #47- The group was asked which fields should be displayed in the new Select Substitute Care Provider dialog.  The group agreed to display only the SCP name field.
Issue #48- The group was asked how the name should be displayed in the new Select Substitute Care Provider dialog.  The group agreed to use the standard name concatenation of last name, suffix, first name, middle initial.
Issue #49- The group was asked how the data in the new Select Substitute Care Provider dialog should be sorted.  The group agreed to sort the data by the concatenated name in ascending order.

SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #19- The group was asked to confirm the approach where immediately after selecting the Federal Reporting NavTool, a dialog will ask if you want to use the AFCARS NavTool or the NYTD NavTool. Once the Federal Reporting NavTool is displayed the user will be able to toggle between AFCARS and NYTD data. The group confirmed the approach that in the Federal Reporting NavTool dialog, when selecting which case/referral to use, option buttons will be provided to indicate which data should be displayed, either AFCARS or NYTD.
Issue #47- According to Requirement 11, data elements 2, 4-13, and 15-33 from Appendix A will be displayed in the Federal Reporting NavTool. Data element 15 is "Local Agency". The group was asked what field(s) in CWS/CMS should provide the data that is shown in this Federal Reporting NavTool field?  After discussion, the group still has questions regarding this field: should the county providing services in a closed Aftercare case be the "Local Agency"?  If so, which county should be displayed if more than one county provided services during the reporting period? This issue will be referred to CDSS for clarification.
Issue #48- According to Requirement 11, data elements 2, 4-13, and 15-33 from Appendix A will be displayed in the Federal Reporting NavTool. Data element 16 is "Federally-recognized tribe". Appendix A states that this field will show "Yes" if a Client has a child membership status of 'Member" or 'Eligible' for a tribe on the Client notebook/ICWA page.
1. Appendix A states "Confirm with CDSS – 

Are all of the tribes entered in CWS/CMS ‘federally recognized’?  If not, then additional logic will be required but not data." What is the answer to this question? 
2. Under what conditions should the field be displayed as green in the NavTool?
The group agreed to show all tribes where the child's membership status is 'Member' or 'Eligible'.  The field will always be displayed with a white background.  If no tribes are found, display 'None'.  The counties also agreed to the list format but still have a question about whether all tribes entered in CWS/CMS are ‘federally recognized’.  This issue will be referred to CDSS for clarification.
