Review of Minutes

The minutes from the 10/20/09 conference call were approved without changes.  However, it was decided to change the previous resolution to SCR 8252, Issue #47.  Instead of displaying only the SCP name field in the new Select Substitute Care Provider dialog, it was agreed to add ‘Date of Birth’ as well.  Additionally, after the call, ‘Date of Birth’ was replaced with the SCP age. If the age is not known ‘Age unknown’ will display.  This is consistent with other areas of the application.  
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #47- According to Requirement 11, data elements 2, 4-13, and 15-33 from Appendix A will be displayed in the Federal Reporting NavTool. Data element 15 is "Local Agency". After further discussion, it was determined that this data is available without additional user input and does not need to display in the Nav Tool. CWDAB will determine how this field is derived and reported.  The group agreed to remove Local Agency from the NYTD NavTool.  This will result in a change to the requirement..  
Issue #48- According to Requirement 11, data elements 2, 4-13, and 15-33 from Appendix A will be displayed in the Federal Reporting NavTool. Data element 16 is "Federally-recognized tribe". Appendix A states that this field will be reported as "Yes" if a Client has a child membership status of 'Member" or 'Eligible' for a tribe on the Client notebook/ICWA page.  
The NYTD Nav Tool screens were discussed with regard to what Tribal Membership rows should display in the navigation tool. The group agreed to show all Tribal Membership rows where the status date is before or during the reporting period or the status date is blank in the NYTD NavTool.  However, a checkbox with the caption "Exclude Tribal Memberships with a status of 'Not Eligible'" will be added below the Tribal Membership grid.  When unchecked, the grid will include those rows where the status is 'Not Eligible'.  When there are multiple rows for the same tribe during a reporting period, the screen will only display membership information for the latest row based on the status date.  CDSS will need to determine if all of the tribes entered in CWS/CMS are ‘federally recognized’.  
Issue #50- Today in the AFCARS NavTool Which Case dialog box, a user selects the 'This Referral' button to fulfill AFCARS for the in-focus referral. If there is more than one victim in the referral, the AFCARS Which Child dialog box is displayed.  In that dialog the user can select the child for whom they would like to update AFCARS information.   To accommodate the changes to the navigation tool and the addition of the new NYTD screen, it was confirmed that option buttons will be added to the Which Case dialog box to indicate which Federal Reporting Navigation Tool screen should display (either AFCARS or NYTD).   It was also determined that when a user selects NYTD and there is more than one victim in the in focus referral, the Which Child dialog box will display so the user can select the child for whom they would like to review NYTD information.  
Issue #51- Today in the AFCARS NavTool Which Case dialog box, when a user selects to fulfill AFCARS for a case and End Case approval status is 'Pending Approval', 'Pending Higher Approval' or 'Approved', the user is given the message that "You can review information using the AFCARS Navigation Tool, but you cannot update information". Should this work the same way for NYTD information?  The group agreed to display the message only if the End Case approval status is 'Pending Approval' or 'Pending Higher Approval'.  If the End Case approval status is 'Approved', users with Closed Case/Referral Update Privilege and who also have appropriate access authority will be able to edit certain information in the closed case.
Issue #52- According to Requirement 11, data elements 2, 4-13, and 15-33 from Appendix A will be displayed in the Federal Reporting NavTool. Data element 18 specifies using the client's grade level information, the Client Completed at Least One Semester of College, and Client Attended Postsecondary Ed/Voc Training indicators. If the 'Client Completed at Least One Semester of College' and 'Client Attended Postsecondary Ed/Voc Training' indicators are both 'Yes', which should be displayed in the 'Education Level' field in the NavTool?  The group agreed that the Education Level field will contain the most recent grade level information as entered in on the Grade Level page of the education notebook.  Additional fields are required on the NavTool for the 'Client Completed at Least One Semester of College' and 'Client Attended Postsecondary Ed/Voc Training'.  These fields will display 'Yes' or 'No'.
Issue #53- The group was asked to confirm the new NYTD Federal Reporting Tool screen design.  The group requested that the new screen be revised to have the 'NYTD-Eligible ILP Services' grid sorted first by End Date in descending order with null dates at the top, and then by Start Date in descending order.
SCR 8432 – Probation Access to CWS/CMS

Issue #15- The group was asked, since the Primary Agency Responsible will be mandatory in each case, how would you like the data recovery run to set it on all existing cases?  The group agreed that for closed cases, set the Primary Agency Responsible based on the latest placement episode's Agency Responsible Type for the time the case was open.  For closed cases which do not have a placement episode meeting this criteria: If the case Intervention Reason is 'Non-CWD Mental Health' or 'Non-CWD Kin-Gap' set the Primary Agency Responsible to 'Mental Health' or 'Kin-Gap', respectively.  Otherwise, set the Primary Agency Responsible to County Welfare Department.

For active cases, set the Primary Agency Responsible based on the Agency Responsible Type if an active placement episode exists for the case focus child. If no active placement episode exists for the case focus child, then set the Primary Agency Responsible as follows: If the case Intervention Reason is 'Non-CWD Mental Health' or 'Non-CWD Kin-Gap' set the Primary Agency Responsible to 'Mental Health' or 'Kin-Gap', respectively.  Otherwise, set the Primary Agency Responsible to County Welfare Department. 

All data recovery applies only to cases and not to referrals.
Issue #21- Currently in the Health notebook, the Health Condition entered in the SOC 158 application does not display. When viewing the client in Client Services, when should the Health Condition entered in the SOC 158 application display? Only when the client's SOC 158 placements have been migrated?  The group agreed that yes, the value that was selected in the SOC 158 application will display in the Health notebook after the client's SOC 158 placements have been migrated. The Health Condition value selected in the SOC 158 application would display in the Health notebook, but if the user changes that value they would not be able to reselect any value from the SOC 158 category.
Issue #22- Since the Health Condition field in the SOC 158 application has different values than those that are available in the Health notebook in Client Services, do you want to add any values to the Health notebook?  The group determined that no additional values will need to be added to the Health notebook.
Issue #23- The group was asked, under what conditions should the Client Disposition value of 'Open New Non-CWD Case' be enabled? When the criteria that enables 'Open New CWD-CWS Case' is met AND when the logged-on user has Non-CWD privilege?  The group agreed to enable 'Open New Non-CWD Case' when the logged on user has Non-CWD privilege and when the criteria that enables the current value of 'Open New Case' is met.  In addition, if the client being disposed has an active placement episode whose agency responsible type is NOT County Welfare Department, enable 'Open New Non-CWD Case'.
Issue #24- The group was asked, when should the Client Disposition value of 'Child Already in a Non-CWD Case' be enabled? Only when the criteria that enables the existing value of 'Child Already in a Case' is met AND when that child's open case has an Intervention Reason of 'Non-CWD Foster Care', 'Non-CWD Mental Health', or 'Non-CWD Kin-Gap'?  The group agreed with this approach.
Issue #25- The group was asked, when should the client disposition values of 'Open New CWD-CWS Case' and 'Child Already in a CWD-CWS Case' be enabled?  The group agreed to enable 'Open New CWD-CWS Case' when the criteria that enables the current value of 'Open New Case' is met. In addition, if the client being disposed has an active placement episode whose agency responsible type is County Welfare Department, enable 'Open New CWD-CWS Case'.  

Enable 'Child already in CWD-CWS Case' when the criteria that enables the current value of 'Child Already in a Case' is met AND when that child's open case has an Intervention Reason other than 'Non-CWD Foster Care', 'Non-CWD Mental Health', or 'Non-CWD Kin-Gap'.
Issue #26- The group was asked if 'NON-CWD' should be all caps only when displaying in the title bar and show as 'Non-CWD' when referenced anywhere else in the application? For example, should it be 'Non-CWD' when part of a Client Disposition reason or Intervention Reason?  The group decided that ‘NON-CWD’ should appear in all capital letters in the title bar, but should appear as ‘Non-CWD’ elsewhere.
