Review of Minutes
The 11/03/09 conference call minutes were approved without changes.  However, there was a lot of discussion regarding the Agency Responsible.  This issue will be revisited.   
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #37- The group was asked if the Unable to Determine - Reason should be displayed on the SOC 158 Client/ID page.

Per CDSS, for Ethnicity, the 'Unable to Determine - Reason' is not present on the SOC 158 form.  'Unable to Determine' is rarely used when entering client ethnicity data in the SOC158 application.  If a client is created in SOC158 and an ethnicity of 'Unable to Determine' is selected and that client notebook is subsequently displayed in Client Services, the user will receive a missing mandatory message for the missing 'Unable to Determine - Reason' when attempting to save in Client Services.
Issue #45- On the Contact notebook/Associated Services page the Case Plan notebook and Planned Client Services and Case Management Services pages, ‘Group Home Staff' will be added as a potential provider of any delivered service. The group was asked how should the 'Provider Name' combo be populated when Group Home Staff is selected?
Update requirement 13 to add a Service Provider Category Type of 'Group Home Staff' instead of adding an additional option button for Group Home Staff to the Contact notebook/Associated Services page, the Case Plan notebook and Planned Client Services and Case Management Services pages. Group Home staff would be included in the list of Service Providers available for selection on the Contact notebook/Associated Services page, the Case Plan notebook and Planned Client Services and Case Management Services pages.

In addition to 'Group Home Staff', add 'FFA-Social Worker' as a Service Provider Category Type.  A new requirement will be added to update the Service Provider Search.  The search criteria will be expanded to include Service Provider Category, City, and ZIP Code.  To decrease the impact to performance, if the maximum hit limit is exceeded, only the first 50 rows will be returned.  Additionally, the total hit count will be displayed in the search results.
Issue #61- The current minimum criteria for a Service Provider Search is that either Last Name or Agency Name must be specified. (R - 03068) Should this be changed to accommodate any of the new Search criteria? (Service Provider Category’, ‘City’, and ‘ZIP Code’)
The group agreed the minimum criteria should not change.

Issue #62- In addition to ODS, which CAD universes should the new entities Special Education and Additional Education Info reside?  The group agreed that both of these entities should also be added to Case.
SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issue #56- The group agreed to include the email address when copying SCP data into the Collateral.
Issue #57- In addition to ODS, which CAD universes should the new entities Family Finding Efforts, SSI Application and SIJS Application reside?
Family Finding Efforts - Add to CASE and REFERRAL

SSI Application and SIJS Application - add to CASE

SCR 8432 – Probation Access to CWS/CMS

Issue #35- Today when a placement is created in a referral the Agency Responsible defaults to 'County Welfare Department' and is read-only. For 6.4 do you want to default the Agency Responsible Type for a placement that is created in a referral?
In a referral, the Agency Responsible (AR) will default based on the privilege of the user that creates the Placement. 

If the user creating the placement does NOT have Non-CWD privilege, then the AR will default to 'County Welfare Department' and be read-only.

If the user creating the placement DOES have Non-CWD privilege, then the AR will not default but it will be a mandatory field. The following values will be available in the AR field: 'County Welfare Department', as well as all the values that begin with 'LA - '. If the Placement was created on or after the Referral Received Date, the AR will remain available to change until the client's disposition has been approved. After the client disposition is approved, the Agency Responsible is read-only.

Issue #40- On the Select dialogs for reports/documents that list the case, since there will only ever be one row in the Case grid and it will always be selected, it will show as dark green per Issue 17. The group was asked if they want to change the color on the Non-CWD case rows on the Select dialogs.  The group agreed they want the color to change to green when selected.
Issue #41-New screen shots displaying a Non CWD case on the Caseload Summary Assigned Cases/Referrals grid and Requested Actions Assignment grid were reviewed and approved.  The screen shot for the Case ID, Case Info frame will be updated to add NON-CWD before Case Info.  The group reviewed and approved the new Navtool CRO screenshot which displays the Non-CWD Foster Care Intervention Reason in pink. 
Issue #43- Once a client's SOC 158 info has been migrated to Client Services, that client's placements must be managed exclusively in Client Services and no future placements can be created in the SOC 158 app. Should we also enforce that client info can only be maintained in Client Services as well by making the SOC 158 Client notebook read-only after migration has occurred?
For a client who has been migrated from the SOC158 application, make the SOC158 Client notebook read only and do not allow new placements or placement documents to be created.  Display the following message if the client notebook is opened in SOC158: 'This client's SOC 158 information has already been migrated to Client Services. All information for this client must be entered and maintained only in Client Services.'

Issue #44- If a client that has CWD placement episodes is attached to a Non-CWD case and the user opens the CWD placement episode from the Non-CWD case, should the Agency Responsible be editable? The group agreed that the Agency Responsible should not be editable.
