Review of Minutes

The minutes from the 11/17/09 conference call were approved without changes.  
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issue #60 - We are adding several new code table values.  Some values use title case (Application Denied) and some have mixed case (Application denied).  Do you want to change the case on any values to be consistent?  The group agreed to use title case for the new code table values.
Issue #61 – How do you want to handle SSI and SIJS data when merging a client?  Options include:  Keep all rows, keep only primary client rows, or delete duplicates and then keep all remaining rows.  The group decided to delete duplicates and then keep all remaining rows.
Issue #62 – When a client has associated SSI or SIJS data, do you want to allow a client to be deleted?  The options presented were to block (disable) the delete function, or allow the client delete and also delete related SSI and SIJS data.  The group decided to allow the client to be deleted when SSI or SIJS data is present, consistent with other eligibility data (AFDC-FC, etc).
SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #65 - Should the Special Education and College/Post Secondary information be kept or deleted when deleting a client's last Education Enrollment notebook?  The group agreed to delete the Special Education and College/Post Secondary information if the last remaining Education notebook is deleted.  The situation when this would be most likely to occur would be when the information was mistakenly entered for the wrong client and it was being cleaned up.
SCR 8432 – Probation Access to CWS/CMS

Issue #46- The group was asked which fields on the Non-CWD page of the placement notebook should be enabled for Update Placement.  The group previously decided that all of the fields on the Non-CWD page should be enabled on Update Placement, and that for all placements, both Non-CWD and CWD, the Agency Responsible should not be editable.  Further discussion regarding the fields on this page determined that the historical SOC 158 Information frame should remain read only during update placement.  The group confirmed this direction.
Issue #49- The group was asked if Non-CWD privilege should be required to close a Non-CWD case.  The group discussed the issue and how it can be problematic if a case is closed inappropriately.  However, it was also mentioned that this may be more of a training/business process issue rather than something that should be ‘locked down’ by computer ‘access’ and privilege.  Final direction was that it will be discussed further at the State level and with more stakeholders, although the direction was leaning toward not locking it down.    
Issue #50- If a client's SOC 158 info has been migrated and a user attempts to open one of that client's placements in the SOC 158 application, what should happen?  The group agreed that when within the SOC 158 application and when a user clicks on the OK button on the Open Notebook dialog for the client’s placement, the following message should display: ‘This client's SOC 158 information has already been migrated to Client Services. All placements can be viewed and edited only in Client Services.’
Issue #53- For 6.4, if a placement episode exists within the timeframe of an open case, the Intervention Reason should always align with the Agency Responsible of the placement episode that occurred within the timeframe of the case. The group agreed and determined that when in a case where a placement episode exists (within the timeframe of the case) and the placement episode Agency Responsible is County Welfare Department, all Non-CWD intervention reasons should be disabled.  In a case where the placement episode Agency Responsible is 'LA - County Probation Dept', 'LA - Indian Child Welfare', 'LA - Out of State Agency', 'LA - Private Adoption Agency', 'LA - State Adoptions District Office', 'Mental Health', or 'Kin-GAP', all intervention reasons except the corresponding Non-CWD value will be disabled.
Issue #56- Rule 06008 is mapped to the Current Svc Program in the SOC 158 Placement notebook.  It states:  f there is a Current Service Program, there must be a Date of Last 6 mo. Review Hearing.  Do we need to map R - 06008 to the Non-CWD page in Client Services?  The group agreed not to map this rule to the Non-CWD page in Client Services because this functionality only applies to the SOC158 application.
Issue #57- Rule 05756 is mapped to the Current Svc Program in the SOC 158 Placement notebook and says: If the Legal Authority Code = 'Out-of-State' or 'Out-of-Country' the Current Service Program is optional.  Do we need to map R - 05756 to the Non-CWD page in Client Services?  The group agreed not to map this rule to the Non-CWD page in Client Services because this functionality only applies to the Soc158 application.
Issue #58- The group was asked to define the behavior of the Current Service Program field on the Non-CWD page of the placement notebook.  The group determined that it would be a read only field with the caption ‘Service Program’.
Issue #59- The group was asked how historical SOC 158 data should be displayed on the Non-CWD page of the Placement notebook.  The group decided to create a frame with the caption of 'Historical SOC 158 Information' and include the following fields in the frame:    Service Program,  Caseworker ID, and Eligibility Worker ID.  Controls in this frame will be read only, and the frame will display only when historical information exists.
Issue #60- Today when viewing a Non-CWD placement from within a referral, the Non-CWD page is read-only even if the placement is active(R - 06212).  In 6.4, Non-CWD placements will be able to be created from within a referral.  If viewing the Non-CWD page in a Placement notebook from a referral, do you want the Non-CWD page to be read-only as it is in production today?  The group decided that the Non-CWD page in the Placement notebook shall be editable if the user has Non-CWD privilege, otherwise the page will be read only.  CDSS confirmed this approach after the call.
Issue #61- When selecting a Placement Change reason or a Placement Episode Termination Reason, should the value 'Child Adjudged 601/602' be available if the Agency Responsible on the Placement Episode is LA - Probation or Probation? (R - 05795)  The group decided that yes, the value 'Child Adjudged 601/602' should be available if the Agency Responsible on the Placement Episode is LA - Probation or Probation.  
Issue #62- If the client's SOC 158 information has not yet been migrated to Client Services, and the user tries to open a placement for that client that was created in the SOC 158 application, what message would you like to display when the user clicks on OK from the Open Notebook dialog box in Client Services?  The group agreed to use the following message - 'This placement was created in the SOC 158 application and the client's SOC 158 information has not yet been migrated to Client Services. This placement can only be viewed in the SOC158 Application'. 
Issue #63- Today in the SOC 158 application if an Agency Responsible of 'Indian Child Welfare' is selected, the Tribe field is enabled and mandatory, (R - 09462) Do you want to apply this rule in Client Services when the Agency Responsible is 'LA - Indian Child Welfare'?  The group decided that yes, the Tribe field will become enabled and mandatory on the Non-CWD page when 'LA - Indian Child Welfare' is selected.  Please note: In order to populate this combo box, the 'Available for Indian Child Welfare Placement' field must be checked on the ID page of the Tribe notebook (Resource Management).
