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Review of Minutes

R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issue #65 - Do you want to restrict when SIJS grids are enabled?  For example, do not allow Application Status data to be entered until data has been entered in the Packet Item grid.  The group decided that no, the SIJS information should not be restricted, and may be entered in any order.
Issue #66 – The group was asked the following questions:
1. What percentage of Child Clients are expected to have

SIJS Application Packets?

2. How many packets per those that have this information?

3. What percentage of Child Clients are expected to have

SIJS Application Status?

4. How many status rows per child client for those that have this information?

5. What percent of child clients are expected to have SSI assessment?

6. On an average how many assessments are expected per child client?

7. What percent of child clients are expected to have SSI screenings?

8. On an average how many screening rows per child client are expected?

9. What percent of child clients are expected to have SSI applications?

10. On an average how many SSI applications can be there 

for the children with SSI application.

11. How many Family Finding records are expected to be created in the first year of the release? 

12. How many rows of Family Finding details are expected per each Family Finding Efforts row?
The group responded as follows:

1) 10 percent of Child Clients are expected to have SIJS Application Packets.

2) An average of four rows are expected for each SIJS packet.

3) Approximately 10% of the children in placement will have an SIJS application.

4) There will be an average of four status rows per child client that has application information.

5) Approximately 25% of the children in placement will have an SSI Assessment.
6) Two SSI assessments are expected per child client.

7) 100% of child clients are expected to have SSI screenings.
8) Child clients are expected to have one SSI screening row per year in placement.

9) 25% of child clients are expected to have SSI applications.

10) An average of four SSI application rows can be expected for children with an SSI application.  50% of the applications are approved and result in one row.  50% are denied and will result in more than two rows.
11)   In the first year of the release, it is uncertain how many Family Findings records can be expected to be created. Further research is required regarding the # of new child clients created per year and the average number of collaterals and related clients per child client.  The count will be based on some percentage of the relatives being sought and documented in a Family Finding Effort.
12)  An average of 3-4 Family Finding detail rows can be expected for each Family Finding Efforts row.

SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #66 – What percent of Child Clients are expected to have Special Education Records?  The group agreed that 50% of all children over the age of five in placement would have Special Education Records.
Issue #67 – Per the JAD, there was a request to have the caption on the "Client Is An Adjudicated Delinquent’" frame on the Client Demog. Page. Changed to "Client Is/Has Been An Adjudicated Delinquent" However, the text is too large for the frame. Suggested text "Client Is/Was An Adjudicated Delinquent". Please refer to the related screen shot.  The group agreed to use the caption “Client Is/Was Adjudicated Delinquent”.
Issue #68 – Per the JAD, there is a need to have the 'NYTD-Eligible ILP Services' and 'Special Education' green when there is no data. Please confirm.  The group confirmed that the NYTD Eligible Services and Special Education grids should function similarly to the NavTool CRO grid, and will display a green (instead of periwinkle) row in the absence of data.
Issue #69 – There needs to be an error message for when the user clicks the command button to update ILP Services in the NYTD-Eligible ILP Services grid in the Federal Reporting Tool and the selected client does not have a Contact notebook. Suggested error message: 'A Contact notebook does not exist for the selected child. Pause or close the Navigation Tool to create a new notebook."  The group accepted the suggested error message.
Issue #70 – The developer believes the rules for adding new rows to the Special Education grid imply that the user will need to have the ability to insert rows in between existing rows in the grid. Please confirm this approach.  The group confirmed this approach.
Issue #71 – In the Special Education grid, if a Start date for a new row falls within an existing row's date range, we will display a message. Please confirm the following suggested message: "The new Special Education Start Date cannot fall within an existing Special Education row's date range. The date will be reset to its previous value."  The group confirmed this error message, although there was some concern that this standard message is somewhat confusing.
