Review of Minutes

No minutes were reviewed at this meeting.
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8330 – Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #75 – Rule 9890 rule text and access logic indicates SCPs for case plan participants (including case plan focus children and parents, siblings, etc) will display in the Provider drop-down on the Case Management Services and Planned Client Services pages.  Should the rule text and access logic be updated so that only SCPs for case plan focus children are displayed in the drop-down?  The group agreed that yes, the rule text and access logic should be updated so that only SCPs for case plan focus children are displayed in the drop-down.  It may be necessary to retrieve a case plan focus child's case in order to see their related SCPs without searching.
Issue #77 – Should a user with Adoptions Privilege be allowed to remove education and contact notebooks from a closed adoption case in the same way that a Collateral notebook can be removed from a closed adoption case in production today?  The group agreed that yes, a user with Adoptions Privilege should be allowed to remove education and contact notebooks from a closed adoption case in the same way that a Collateral notebook can be removed from a closed adoption case in production today, provided that the existing rules for the deletion of these notebooks have been satisfied.

SCR 8432 – Probation Access to CWS/CMS
Issue #97 – Scenario: A client has an open SOC 158 placement episode that has not yet been migrated. The user creates a CWD case (not from a referral) for that SOC 158 client. A Referral is created and that client is attached to the referral. Create allegation and contact, and then perform the client disposition. If the user selects 'Child Already in a CWD-CWS Case', then the current rules say that error 9839 should display in this situation:

You cannot use a Client Disposition of 'Child Already in a CWD-CWS Case' for this client because the Agency Responsible for this client's open placement episode conflicts with the Intervention Reason in this client's open case. Either end the open case or the open placement episode, or change the Agency Responsible on the ID page of the Placement notebook, and then perform the Client Disposition.
Should the application display this error message in this situation? Or should we ignore the SOC 158 placement episode because the client's SOC 158 info has not been migrated? If we ignore the SOC 158 placement episode, then 'Child Already in a CWD-CWS case' will be enabled and will not display an error message.
The group agreed to enable 'Child Already in a CWD-CWS Case' and do not display an error message if the Agency Responsible Type is a SOC 158 value, regardless of whether or not the client's SOC 158 info has been migrated.

Issue #108 – Data Recovery 5 finds all SOC 158 placement episodes that have been ended and that have associated placements that do not have a Placement Change Reason entered. The data recovery sets the Placement Change Reason for those associated placements. Data Recovery 5 inadvertently omitted the PE Termination Reasons that are inactive. Please confirm the following data recovery that will be added to DRT 5:(PE Foster Care Termination Reason followed by Placement Change Reason to set to) 

1)Child Abducted – Child Abducted 

2)Child Ran away from Placement – Child Ran Away from Placement 

3)Child Refused Services – Child Refused Services  

4)Other – Other (populate the Placement Change Description with the following text: 'Migrated data. Description not required for placement created in SOC 158 application.'

 5) Child Adjudged 601/602 (Log ID 0028) - Child Adjudged 601/602
The group has previously agreed to conditions #1 through #4.  The group agreed to condition #5 for this Data Recovery.  While this value is disabled in the SOC 158 application, there is one Placement Episode row in the database that has this value for the PE Termination Reason.
Issue #109 – If a Non-CWD case is created and later a user without Non-CWD privilege creates a placement and selects a Legal Authority type of WIC 300a-j, WIC 602 or Child/Agency Agreement. Under these circumstances R- 05758 makes the Petition Date on the Non-CWD page mandatory but the user cannot enter it because the Non-CWD page is Read-only.

We can bypass this rule if the logged-on user doesn't have the Non-CWD privilege. Is that ok?  The group agreed to bypass R-05758 if the logged on user does not have the Non-CWD privilege.  The next person with the Non-CWD privilege that opens the placement notebook will be required to supply the Petition date before they can save.
Issue #111 – When attaching a client with an active placement episode, all of the client's placements may not be in cache until the information has been saved to database.  Prior to saving to database, the client disposition reasons of 'Child Unrelated to Family', 'Loss of Contact with Child', 'Child Placed for Adoption', and 'Situation Stabilized' may be available for selection, violating R-04615.  This is basically the same as issue 95.  The group agreed to this solution, as attaching a client to a case or referral will continue to function as it always has -- specifically, a client's placement information will not be brought down to the workstation when attaching that client to a case or referral. Placement information for the attached client will be brought to the workstation after saving to the database and re-opening the case or referral.
Issue #112 – The error for R-9839 states "Either change the Agency Responsible, end the open case or the open placement episode".  The process of closing the active case includes ending the active placement episode.  Does the error for R-09839 need to be reworded?  This also applies to R-09833.  The group agreed that the errors needs to be reworded and that 'end the open case' should be removed from the error messages.
