Review of Minutes

Minutes from the April 20th, 2010 call were reviewed and approved without changes.
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8432 – Probation Access to CWS/CMS
Issue #113 – R - 05772 prevents the removal (in Client Services) of placements with the any of the SOC 158 placement agency types. Since we are now migrating these placement types to Client Services and managing them only in Client Services once migrated,  should they be allowed to remove them (assuming all other conditions are met of course) just as they can other placements?

Proposed rule text: In the Client Services Application, only Placements with the following conditions can be deleted:

• Agency Responsible Type equal to County Welfare Department, LA - County Probation Department, LA - Indian Child Welfare, LA - Out of State Agency, LA - State Adoptions District Office, Mental Health, or Kin-GAP  or 

• Agency Responsible Type equal to County Probation Department, Indian Child Welfare, Out of State Agency, Private Adoption Agency, or State Adoptions District Office and the client's SOC 158 information has been migrated to Client Services.
For migrated placements, users should be able to remove SOC 158 placements, when appropriate.  The group agreed to this change in the text of the rule.
Expedited Forms Release

The SCR 8490 Requirements dv1.2 were reviewed and accepted as is.

General Question Regarding County Use of Form -

The counties were asked if they are currently generating the SOC158A – Transfer County and/or Agency form when a child moves from Child Welfare Services to Probation.  Feedback from the counties indicated that yes, this form is being generated, but they are not sure that it is being used in this situation.  County staff will check and report their findings to the Project Office.
