SUBJECT:	NONMINOR DEPENDENTS EXITING EXTENDED FOSTER CARE QUARTERLY STATISTICAL REPORT [SOC 405X (10/14)]


REFERENCE:	ASSEMBLY BILL (AB) 12; PUBLIC LAW (PL) 110-351; WELFARE AND INSTITUTIONS CODE (W&IC); MANUAL OF POLICES AND PROCEDURES (MPP); ACL11-69, 11-15; ALL COUNTY INFORMATION NOTICE (ACIN) 1-40-11.


This letter transmits the Nonminor Dependent Exiting Extended Foster Care Quarterly Statistical Report (SOC 405X) and its instructions.  The SOC 405X will replace the existing SOC 405E data collection process, which currently collects data on the exit outcomes for child welfare youth aging out of foster care.  Effective with the  October through December 2014 report quarter  counties  are required to use the attached SOC 405X,  which is designed to collect statistical information on foster youth who voluntarily remain in extended foster care up to age 21, and former foster youth who voluntarily 
re-enter into extended foster care.  

The California Fostering Connections to Success Act was signed into law September 30, 2010 through Assembly Bill (AB) 12; this bill allows California to implement provisions of PL 110-351. One of the provisions of AB 12 allows California to extend foster care up to age 21 for youth who meet the federal participation criteria for eligibility.  Youth over the age 18 in foster care are designated as “Non-Minor” Dependents (NMDs). 
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To complete the electronic form, counties are to download a copy of the SOC 405X form (which includes instructions and validations) using the following link:  http://www.cdss.ca.gov/dssdb/. All counties are required to submit the report via e-mail to CDSS, Data Systems and Survey Design Bureau (DSSDB) at dssdb@dss.ca.gov.  The SOC 405X form, instructions and validations are attached in PDF as reference material.
