Review of Minutes

The minutes from the 8/25/09 conference call were approved without changes.
R6.4  Issues Discussed

SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issue #21-.The group was asked which notebook page should be used for the new SIJS controls.  The group agreed to use the Client notebook Demographics page.  The new screen layout with changes applied for all SCRs in 6.4 was provided.  The group approved the screen layout.
Issue #22-.We are adding a frame, 2 combos, and 3 date controls for SIJS.  The group was asked how to label these new controls.  The group agreed to label the frame: 'SIJS Application', the three Date controls: 'Scheduled Interview Date', 'Date', and 'Date', and the two Combos: 'Packet Item', and 'Application Status'.
Issue #23-.The group was asked how they would like to sort the grid data for the two grids being added for SIJS.  The group agreed to sort both grids in date order, with the most current date on top.
SCR 8330 – Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #30- Discussion of this issue was postponed to the next conference call.
Issue #31- Discussion of this issue was postponed to the next conference call.
Issue #32-.The group was asked to confirm the screen design for the Race/Ethnicity frame on the Client notebook/ID page. (Refer to screen print.)  The group asked to move the "Check to see if Ethnicity is in sync with Hispanic or Latino Origin." label above the Hispanic/Latino Origin frame, put the label stating "Values with an ‘*’ are Ethnicities" at the top of Race/Ethnicity frame in blue text,.  It was determined that if the value of ‘Unable to Determine’ is not needed for ‘Other Ethnicity’, the Unable to Determine – Reason combo box should be moved up on the screen under the Primary Ethnicity field. . CDSS will need to confirm whether "Unable to Determine" should be disabled for ‘Other Ethnicity’.  Discussion occurred regarding whether the label ‘Values with an ‘*’ are Ethnicities’ will be effective for data entry as it seems confusing to end users.   It was determined that there should be further discussion with CDSS about the label.
Issue #34- The group was asked how we should update the ICPC 100A's mapping for the new Hispanic or Latino values of: 

· 'Unable to Determine-abandonment', 

· 'Unable to Determine-incapacitation, 

· 'Unable to Determine-individual does not know', and 
· 'Declines to State'
Currently, when 'Undetermined' is set for the client, the 'Unable to Determine/Unknown' checkbox is selected. Should the three new 'Unable to Determine' values display the same? What should be selected for "Declines to State'? (The other checkboxes are 'Yes' and 'No'.)  After discussion, the group decided to defer this decision to CDSS.
