Review of Minutes

The minutes from the 9/1/09 conference call were approved without changes.
R6.4  Issues Discussed

SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #25- The group reviewed the Education Enrollment page to discuss the layout of the new Education fields.  The group was asked what the "Education Decision Information" frame on the Enrollment Information page should be renamed to? It is slated to contain Special Education, Client has Completed at Least One Semester of College, and Client Has Completed Post-Secondary or Vocational Training information.  It was determined that the group would like to consider all the screens in the application with educational fields as a whole before making a recommendation where the new fields should be located.  IBM will provide another screen shot for further review and direction.
Issue #30- The group confirmed that only one active row will be needed in the Special Education grid.  It was also determined that the end user must end-date the active row before entering a new row.
Issue #31- The group was asked how they would like to sort the data in the Special Education grid.  The group agreed to sort the grid by End Date, with the active row on top.
Issue #35- The group was asked if the Unable to Determine - Reason should be displayed on the Client or SCP Abstract?  The group decided that it will not be necessary to display the Unable to Determine – Reason on either abstract.
Issue #36- The group was asked how we should handle existing clients and SCPs with a Primary Ethnicity of 'Unable to Determine' when implementing R6.4? In R6.4, clients with a Primary Ethnicity of 'Unable to Determine' must have one of three reasons associated to ‘Unable to Determine’.  It has was determined that at the time the R6.4 goes live, IBM will provide a report to the State containing a list of the existing clients and SCPs with a Primary Ethnicity of 'Unable to Determine'.  Counties of those will be notified so that they can then correct the data by selecting one of the three new reasons associated to ‘Unable to Determine’. Currently in the Application there are 220 SCPs with this designation and no Clients.
