Review of Minutes

The minutes from the 9/22/09 conference call were approved with two changes. 1) An attendee was added to the Participants list, and 2) the statement that SCR 8432’s Primary Agency Responsible field ‘will always be enabled and editable’ was augmented with the phrase ‘in an open case or referral’.  
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issue #9- The group was asked to revisit the issue of which fields should be added for Food Stamps.  The group was divided over having a checkbox and a date field, or only having a date field.  The decision was made to include both the checkbox indicator as well as a date field.  The date field will become enabled when the checkbox has been checked.
Issue #21- The group was asked to review the Client notebook Demographics page screen shot including both the ‘SIJS’ changes from SCR 8252 and the ‘Client is an Adjudicated Delinquent’ changes from SCR 8330.  The group did not approve the screen shot, and requested the following changes:  The Adoption Status and Previously Adopted will be moved above Military Status & Unemployed Parent, and the Previously Adopted frame will be moved underneath the Client is an Adjudicated Delinquent frame.  Updated screenshots will be provided by IBM.
SCR 8432 - Probation Access to CWS/CMS
Issue #13- The group was asked if the new agency ownership field should be mandatory.  It was decided that this field will be mandatory for every case, and optional for referrals. Because of this, a data recovery will be performed to set the Primary Agency Responsible field for each case equal to the Agency Responsible Type if an active placement episode exists for the case focus child. If no active placement episode exists for the case focus child, then the Primary Agency Responsible will be set to 'County Welfare Department'. This data recovery applies only to cases and not to referrals.  On a previous call we had discussed having this apply to referrals as well, but it was determined that there could be more than one ‘Primary Agency Responsible’ in a referral if at least two of the children in the referral were in different placements.  As a result, the decision was made to limit the data recovery to apply only to cases.
Issue #15- For the data recovery that sets the Case's Primary Agency Responsible, what should we set it to if the case focus child is in an active placement episode where the Agency Responsible Type is 'Kin-Gap' or 'Mental Health'?  L.A. County will provide mappings for the Agency Responsible type for 'Kin-Gap' and 'Mental Health'.
Issue #16- The group was asked what color should be used for the Case Name row if the case is a Non-CWD case.  The Counties approved Dark Pink to use for this purpose.  
SCR 8330 - Implement Chafee National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Regulations
Issue #32- The group was asked to confirm the screen design for the Race/Ethnicity frame on the Client notebook/ID page.  The screen design was approved.
Issue #38- This issue was not discussed on this call.
Issue #39- The group was asked to review a provided screen shot and advise on the placement of the new 'Unable to Determine - Reason' fields and 'Specify Race* if known' label on the Placement Home/Substitute Care Provider page.  The screen design was approved.
Issue #43- The group was asked if 'Other Race Unknown' should be available for selection as search criteria in the following search/match dialogs?

Placement Facility Match - GHO

Placement Facility Match - FFA

Placement Home Match

Client/SCP Search

Client Search
The decision was made to disable 'Other Race Unknown' in these search/match dialogs.

Issue #44- On the Contact notebook/Associated Services page the Case Plan notebook and Planned Client Services and Case Management Services pages, ‘Substitute Care Provider’ (SCP) will be added as a potential provider of any delivered service. How should the 'Provider Name' combo be populated when SCP is selected?  The group agreed to display the Substitute Care Providers who have 1) a current association to the active placement 2) had an association to the placement home at the time the most recently ended placement ended, 3) any SCP in cache who is already associated to the case or referral in focus by being connected to one of the delivered services, citation or subpoenas, Case Plan services, or AAP Agreements. 4) all SCPs in Search Results. Remove all duplicates.
