Review of Minutes

The minutes from the 9/29/09 conference call were approved without changes.
R6.4 Issues Discussed

SCR 8252 - System Changes to Support Transitioning Youth
Issue #11- The group was asked to review a mocked up version of the proposed Family Findings Efforts report.  The group determined that the labels on the sections of the report were somewhat vague, and that they should be re-worded.  IBM will provide the revised report.
Issue #39- A new command button is being added on the ID page of the Collateral notebook to allow SCP data to be copied into a newly created Collateral.  The group was asked how this new command button should be labeled.  The group agreed that the new label should be ‘Copy SCP Info’.

Issue #40- The group was asked when the new SCP command button should be enabled.  The group agreed that for newly created collaterals that have not been saved to database, the button will be visible, otherwise it will be hidden.  When clicked, if data has been entered into the new collateral, a message will be displayed warning the user that data will be overwritten.

This button will be available in collaterals created from cases or referrals.

Issue #41- When the SCP command button is clicked, a new dialog will display a list of available SCPs.  The group was asked how to populate this dialog.  The group agreed to populate the dialog with all SCPs in cache (including SCP search results).
Issue #42- The group was asked if the phone number should be included when copying SCP data into the Collateral.  If yes, which phone number should be used?  The group agreed that the phone number should be included when copying data into the Collateral.  The group also agreed to copy the Fax number into the ‘Fax Phone’ field in the Phone Numbers frame.  The other phone numbers should be selected using this hierarchy: Cellular, Home, Work, and Alternate.
